Multiculturalism

Multiculturalism recognises the cultural and ethnic diversity of Western Australians. As a public policy,
multiculturalism promotes equality, mutual respect and full participation in political, social and economic life,
regardless of linguistic, religious, racial or ethnic background.

In'\Western Australia, multicultural policy is based on four key principles which are set out in the Western
Australian Charter 'of Multiculturalism. These are:

e  Civic Values - commitment to Australia and the basic values and structures of Australian democracy,
respect for individual freedom and dignity of all members of society

e  Fairness - public policies free of prejudice, discrimination and exclusion on the basis of origins, perceived
‘race’;culture, religion, ethnicity and nationality

e  Equality - equal opportunity for everyone to achieve their full potential

e  Participation - equitable participation by all Western Australians in social and economic life, irrespective
of origins, culture, religion, ethnicity or nationality.

The Western Australian Charter of Multiculturalism recognises the unique status of Aboriginal people as the
first Australians.
